Teacher (and students,
where possible) must be willing to make a presentation at the 2010 OCC meeting.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE:

1. Submit formal application (may be obtained from OCC website, the OJCL
website, or from Chair)

2. Submit statement of purpose and philosophy of your intended approach to the
tour.

3. Include a likely itinerary and list of major sites to be included for the students.

4. Detail the responsibilities which will be given (both in preparation and during
travel) to the participating students.

5. Submit a letter of support from a school administrator or board sanctioning
your foreign travel with students from your school.
