e Those who are receiving tuition assistance through a graduate assistantship will be evaluated on a case by case basis to determine
if they are eligible for one of these specific grants.

e Graduate students in Theology are encouraged to apply for a grant that is need based. Need is determined by completion of
the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). You can complete it on-line at www.fafsa.ed.gov.

e  Graduate students in Business, Health Services Administration, and Psychology are not eligible for these grants and should
contact their respective department for grant information.
