The teacher
receives $1,000.00 and five designated students will divide the other $1,000.00. A
travel agent may be used only for booking plane tickets. No organized tour company
may be used (such as ACIS or CHA). Teachers are expected to book other
reservations e.g. coach, train or hotels.

ELIGIBILITY:

The applicant must be a member of OCC for at least three years. The awardee (and
students, where possible) must be willing to make a presentation at the OCC meeting
following travel.

APPLICATION PROCEDURE:
The applicant must submit the following in order to be considered:

1. A completed application form (request from the Committee Chair or download
from OCC website)

2. A statement of purpose and philosophy of your intended approach to the tour

3. An itinerary and list of major sites

4. A detailed list of the responsibilities which will be given (both in preparation
and during travel) to the participating students

5. A letter of support from a school administrator or board sanctioning your
foreign travel with students from your school

Applications must be received by November 15. Notification of the scholarship
winner will be made by January 1.
