
A limited cohort of Catholic school teachers and administrators is forming to begin a Master of Education
Degree during the Spring 2012 semester.  The first 12 semester hours of the 30 semester hour program will
be offered at Notre Dame Academy (Park Hills, Kentucky) with the balance of program’s course work
being completed on Xavier’s campus.
