For Undergraduate Business Students

Scholarship to support ethics related education for business students

Introduction
The Cintas Undergraduate Ethics Fellowship (CUEF) was established to help students enhance their exposure to Ethical Leadership. Upon successful completion of all the Fellowship requirements, awardees will receive a scholarship in the amount of $3,000 which can be used for:

1. $3,000 towards the program fees for the London-Paris International Ethics course (2026 estimate for the program fees are $5,500). The program fee covers hotels (twin occupancy), transfers, some admissions and some meals.  Airfare is not included in this estimate.
2. If the trip is unable to run or if the student elects not to participate in the trip, the student can apply the scholarship towards their Xavier tuition.

There is no set maximum of Undergraduate Fellowships that will be awarded in any given year.  
Eligibility

· Students must be a full-time Junior or Senior student, majoring in one of the disciplines within the Williams College of Business (WCB).  Current WCB students or students who transfer into Xavier, must have at least 15 credit hours successfully taken within the Williams College of Business.
· Students must be in good academic standing (3.0 GPA or better).
· Students must complete an essay on their experience and write a “letter of thanks” to the Farmer Family Foundation.
· Students must attend events sponsored by the Cintas Institute for Business Ethics.

· Students must develop a multimedia project, which could include, but not be limited, to a print piece, sculpture, a video piece, or a display, about an event or person that demonstrates the principles of Ethical Leadership.  With the approval of the Director of the Cintas Institute for Business Ethics, CUEFs may work with outside artists, sculptors, or videographers.

· Undergraduate Transcripts (including all courses taken or transferred to Xavier University)
· Personal essay regarding your interest in ethical leadership
· Xavier University Faculty Reference/Recommendation (there is no formal form for this and may be made via email)
· Personal resume
Selection Criteria

Fellowships will be awarded to business students based on:

· Demonstrated interest in Ethical Leadership

· While not required, applicants are strongly encouraged to participate in BUAD481 – International Ethics in London and Paris during Spring break of 2026.

· Ability to show how Ethical Leadership will enhance their business knowledge/career potential

· Level of maturity and personal integrity as demonstrated by life experiences and involvements.
