First Year Housing Selection Overview

Process Dates

This housing selection process is for students entering their first year at Xavier during
the 2026-2027 academic year.  

Xavier University is a three (3) year residency required

institution. All students must live on campus for their

first three years at Xavier unless commuting from a

permanent family address within 35 miles of campus.



Information for Honors Students

Students in a University Honors
program who live with a fellow
Honors student have priority access
to live in Buenger Hall in order to
form the Honors Living community in
Buenger.

 
Honors priority is provided for the
first year only. 

Honors students will only by able to
view other Honors students when
making their roommate pair. 

Students wishing to waive this
priority and see potential
non-Honors roommates should
email Tim Griffin at
griffint5@xavier.edu.

Honors pairs will be preassigned
and will not select their own
room.

Should priority demand exceed
available spaces, Kuhlman will be
used as a secondary location.

Information for Student Athletes

First year student athletes who are
paired with fellow student athletes will
also be preassigned and will not select
their own room during the process.

Blocks of rooms have been identified in
Brockman, Husman, and Kuhlman Halls
and each sport will be allocated a
specific block reviewed by Athletics.

Questions regarding the assigned block
should be sent to Athletics.

All students must complete this step first prior to trying
to access the housing application. 

Deadline: Prior to completing any other steps

What is it?
Your Xavier technology account is what allows you to access all
the systems you will use as a Xavier student such as your student
email, MyHousing portal, and more!

How To
When setting up your tech account, use your Xavier email
address and initial password. Your initial password for your tech
account consists of your 9-digit Student ID + Capitalized first
letter of your birth month + 2-digit date.

1.Login to the Password Manager with your email and initial
password. https://password.xavier.edu 

2.Select My Questions and Answers Profile to setup security
questions.

3.Select Manage My Passwords to change your initial password.

Is this different than my Road to Xavier account?
Yes it is!  Your Road to Xavier account is what you have been using as a prospective student.

Once you have activated your Xavier technology account, that will then become your log in info for
Road to Xavier moving forward, having replaced your initial Road to Xavier info.

Step 2 

All students must complete a housing application.

Deadline: Monday, June 8th at 12 PM ET

How To
1.Log in to MyHousing via Road to Xavier.
2.Navigate to Applications. 
3.Click 2026-2027 Term to begin.
4.Sign housing application and complete all sections.

a.  Answer some demographic questions
b. Enter emergency contact info
c.  Indicate hall preferences

For applicants under the age of 18 at time of applying, your
parent/guardian will receive a follow-up email asking them to log in and
complete the parental verification of your housing application.

This verification is sent to the individual you indicated as
Parent/Guardian on the contact section of the application.
Please be sure to doublecheck the spelling of their email address.
The message can sometimes be delayed or sent to a Spam folder.



How To
1.  On your housing application, navigate to the roommate selection

section.
2.You will be able to search for a specific student by name or view

all potential matches.
3.  Review matches, search for students, and send messages.
4.  Send and accept roommates requests from friends.

Students who do not form a pair by the deadline will receive a later
room selection time and receive a random roommate.

At the selection time, one student in the pair will log in to

MyHousing to select the room. 

Once a space has been selected, no changes to a student's

assignment for next year will be made over the summer.

Do al l  students need to submit  a  housing application?
Yes they do.  Al l  students required to l ive on campus must complete the
housing appl ication by the deadl ine to part ic ipate in room selection.  This
appl ies to al l  students including Honors students,  student-athletes,  or
students applying for  a  housing accommodation.

What if  I  miss the housing application deadline?
You wil l  st i l l  be housed on campus but not unti l  after  the init ia l  room
selection process concludes meaning you wil l  need to wait  a  l i tt le  longer
before receiving a room assignment.  You wil l  a lso not be able to l ive with
a student you know who did apply by the deadl ine so if  that is  important
to you make sure to complete your appl ication by the deadl ine.  

What housing options are avai lable?

I may need a housing accommodation,  what do I  do?
If  you need a housing accommodation,  please ensure you have completed
the appropriate Housing Accommodation form using the instructions from
Accessibi l i ty and Disabi l i ty Resources at  this  l ink by Friday,  June 5th to
receive priority in the housing selection process.   

Is  there priority for  honors students in this  process?
There is  pr iority given in the First  Year Housing Selection process for
access to l ive in Buenger Hal l  in  order to form the Honors Community.  
To receive a priority chance to l ive in Buenger Hal l ,  a  Honors student
must pair  with a fel low Honors student.  Honors students wi l l  only be able
to view fel low Honors students unless they ask for  their  Honors tag to be
removed for the housing selection process.

FAQS
What is  the best  housing option for  f irst  years?
This differs for  each student in the process and is
dependent on the kind of  experience they hope to have!  

Why do I  need to consider at  least  three options?
Since we have specif ic  inventory of  avai lable spaces,  depending on the
selection t ime,  i t  is  possible their  f irst  choice may no longer be
avai lable.   Having at  lease three options is  important so students can
seamlessly select  a  space.   

I  have completed my application,  what happens next?
The next step wil l  be to form your roommate pair .    

How many people can be in my group?
Students may form a group of  up to four individuals ,  them + 3 others.

Do I  have to form a group?
Students who do not form a group by the deadl ine wil l  receive a later
room selection t ime.   During room selection a random roommate wil l  be
assigned.

That said,  i f  you want any say in the type of  roommate you receive,  you
are strongly encouraged  to select  your own roommate.

FAQS
How do we select  a  specif ic  room or suite?
During your assigned selection t ime,  a  member of  the
pair  be able to select  from remaining spaces.  

I  am a student-athlete,  wi l l  I  pick my own room?
No you wil l  not.   Your assignment wi l l  be premade into a housing block for
student athletes.

May I  switch my assignment after  selecting?
After a  selection is  made,  the assignment is  binding unti l  the second week
of the fal l  semester when the room freeze is  l i fted.  We are unable to
change assignments whi le the process is  running.

My roommate picked something I  did not want.  What can be done?
It  is  important to discuss with your roommate your plans for  l iv ing
together including ranking where you each want to l ive,  what price point
everyone is  comfortable with,  back up plans,  etc.  In the event you are not
pleased with the selection your roommate made,  you may place yourself  on
the wait  l ist  for  another assignment.

Can I  be placed on a wait ing l ist  for  a  different room if  I  didn’t  get one of
my preferences?
Yes,  each individual  student may place themselves on the wait  l ists  after
they have already picked a room. When changing assignments it  is  easiest
to move individual  students than pairs .

How can I  v iew my room assignment?
After selecting,  you can view your room and roommate information on
MyHousing.  

Can I  see my room in advance?
Due to summer school ,  camps and conferences,  and maintenance work,  we
are unable to show rooms in advance.  Videos of  each area are avai lable
under the Residences section.
